Helpful hints 
 
There are some things that parents 
can do to help their toddler get 
through this tough but necessary 
stage. First and foremost, parents 
need to understand that their

Other helpful hints include 
keeping a routine, setting limits, 
keeping a safe environment for the 
child to play and explore in, and not 
giving into tantrums. 

Children are born into this world    
depending on their parents for their 
every need. In the beginning, their 
needs are really very basic physical 
requirements. Young babies also love 
to please their parents. They are reac-
tive to the feelings and moods that 
their parents display, creating an at-
mosphere which is happy or frus-
trated and tense. But as these little 
ones begin to grow older, they be-
come filled with an incredibly strong 
desire to   become unique individuals. 
They realize that they are separate 
from their parents and want to ex-
press that.

Two-year-olds are curious small hu-

man beings.  Their brains are firing off 

connections at a quick rate.  They are 

led by their curiosity. Therefore, it
